Vista del Lago Production Contract
Please read carefully, sign, have your guardian read and sign, and return this production contract to the Stage Manager no later than the third rehearsal.  
In accepting this role, I acknowledge and agree to be bound by the following:

1. I agree to pay a production fee of $9.00 to cover costume maintenance, make-up supplies, basic hardware tools and other expendables.  
2. I will maintain my grades at B’s or A’s, if they fall below that, I am required to attend daily tutoring or mandatory study hall.  Receiving a F will result you not being part of the production.  Also you are required to keep a 2.5 GPA or higher to be involved in the production.

3 I am expected to attend all rehearsals to which I am called.

4 Theatre acting rehearsals begin promptly at 4:40.  I must be in my assigned location, 
ready to work, at this time.   (Dance and music rehearsals may occur at other times)
5. I am required to remain in the theater while rehearsal is in session (generally 4:40-6:30 or 7 PM), unless I have been excused early or have received permission from the Director to leave.

6. Rehearsal is over when notes are finished and the cast has been dismissed by the 
Director.

7. During rehearsal, I am expected to obey all Vista del Lago and theatre rules.  This 
includes no holding hands, kissing, making out or snuggling.  I will be required to do 30 up-downs and if the problem persists I will pay a fine of $5.00 each time.
8. I must notify the director 24 hours in advance of any absence due to medical or dental 
appointments, and prior to rehearsal for illness or family emergency, in order for the 
absence to be counted  excused. (Ms. Gysbers’ cell phone is 909-268-2225.)
9. One unexcused absence may result in my removal from the production; two unexcused absences  will result in my removal from the production.

10. Suspensions are unexcused absences.  So are birthday parties, trips to Disneyland, 

dances or Angel games.

11. Two unexcused tardies may result in my removal from the production; three unexcused 
tardies will result in my removal from the production. (You will be counted tardy if 
you are more than 5 minutes late to rehearsal.)
12. If I miss rehearsal for any reason other than a death in the family or a dire emergency during the last  two weeks of rehearsal, I will be replaced.  If I miss performance, I will be replaced and forfeit  participation in all future Vista del Lago productions.

13. The student Stage Manager(s) deserve my respect and have authority second only to the director(s) in any rehearsal/performance situation.

14. The cast and crew of this production deserve my respect and will be treated kindly and with consideration.

15. Outside problems are to be left outside.

16. Inside problems are to be taken to the Stage Manager, who will solve the problem or consult the  Director.

17. Talking during notes is unacceptable.

18. Taking notes during notes is encouraged.

19. Horseplay which results in injury to any person or damage to any piece of theatre equipment will result in disciplinary action, monetary liability and/or dismissal from the production.

20. I will be required to pay a fine of $5.00 if I eat or drink anything but water while in costume and/or in any part of the theater, including scene shop, back stage, make-up room, and dressing rooms.

21. I will pay for any prop or costume damaged by me through intention, neglect or 
horseplay.

22. Rehearsals are closed to everyone but cast, crew and parents. 

23. Participation in brush-up rehearsals and set strike are mandatory.  

24.  All cast & crew members are required to sell $20 worth of tickets for each weekend.  
Equaling $40 of ticket sales—this is a grade for this class and if I do not do this it will 

greatly effect my grade for the class.

25. The director attempts to follow the rehearsal schedule as close as possible and to 
excuse students as close to the release time as possible.  We have had some 
problems in the past with students not getting picked up until a hour or two later, legally as the director I have to wait until every student has gotten in a car to go home before I can leave.  As a result if student is picked up later than half hour from release time, a $5 increment will be added on to the student’s required selling allotment per each incident.  If the director is required to drop off the student a $10 increment will be added on to the student’s required selling allotment per each incident.
26.  If there is a change in release time I will be notified with at least an hour or 

two notification time period if not 24 hours advance notice and will remember to inform my parents.

27.  I am required to turn in a weekly grade check containing all of my grades, they are due 

on Friday’s.  Each day I am late or turn in an incomplete grade check I am required to 

do 50 up-downs at the end of rehearsal before I am released.

28.  I also understand that even after the play is done I am still required to turn in a weekly 

grade check on Friday’s until the end of the semester.

29.   As a full-time cast member I understand that I am enrolled in a class and will also 

be receiving a grade for this class.  If I fail to perform my duties, I will receive a F in 

this class.

30.  All crew members are expected to own a long sleeve black shirt with no design, and 

black dockers or black jeans, black socks, and black shoes.  I will be notified as soon 

as possible on this and will have that item by Feb. 20th rehearsal.  This will be my 
costume (wardrobe) for the show.
31.  All cast members will be required to supply a small portion of their costume(s).  I will be 
notified as soon as possible on this and will have that item by Feb. 20th rehearsal.
32.  I understand a rehearsal schedule will be passed out in weekly or bi-weekly and I will 
be responsible to give a copy to my parents, and to have one myself.  I am 
responsible for my call times.

33.  I understand as a performer that if I am going to change my personal appearance 

(haircut, hair color, hair style, nails, etc..) or look I will notify the director before and check to make sure it will not drastically effect my character.
