School Site Advisory Council Meeting Minutes
November 17, 2011
I.  Sign In and Call to Order
Mr. Ron Hellerstedt called the meeting to order at 3:26pm.   Members present were:  Ron Hellerstedt, Tami Depasse, Pat Bazanos, Moises Santos, Clarissa Dobson, Susie Johnson, Janie Carrio, Violeta Garcia, Judy Fink, Matthew de Guzman, and Divina Cortes.
II.  Introductions/review of minutes

The minutes from the last SSC meeting were reviewed by all present.  No changes were suggested.  Judy Fink motioned to approve the minutes, and Janie Carrio seconded the motion. The minutes were approved unanimously.
III.  School Site Council election


Mr. Hellerstedt stated that the SSC needs to elect a president.  Tami Depasse motioned for Judy Fink to serve as president, and made a statement as to her qualifications.  Moises Santos seconded the motion, and none were opposed.  The motion for Judy Fink to serve as SSC president passed unanimously.
IV. Principal’s Report


Ms. Bazanos welcomed everyone and thanked them for being present.  She stated that there have been meetings at the district office to address interventions for Title 1 kids who are failing.  A group called ASSETS are writing a grant for us to provide after school programs for free.  More details will follow.

Night of the Arts will be 12/7, Financial Aid Night will be 12/8, and the Noche de Cultura will be 12/9. All events will take place in the theater.  Our school’s Health Academy program was recognized at the most recent Board Meeting for receiving an Academic Excellence award. 

 Ms. Bazanos next addressed the topic of Title 1 alignment.  When data is analyzed to determine the needs for Title 1 funds, not everything can possibly be anticipated.  It is important to try to spend as much in the proper way as we can.  Any changes to the funding proposals need to be approved by the SSC and by the District Office.   We currently have $200,000 in unencumbered funds to spend.  The members of the SSC brainstormed ideas for these funds, which included adding books to the library, hiring subs for teachers to attend training and online class support.  Judy Fink suggested purchasing a math program called Mathematica and said she would research the details.  Moises Santos suggested some form of parent training, and discussed how Rubidoux High School has instituted such a program.  He said that he would pass along the contact info to Ms. Bazanos.  Mr. Hellerstedt stated that he would solicit suggestions from the various committees on campus for further ideas and discussion.
V.  Holidays/School Closure

Ms. Bazanos stated that students will be on holiday break from 12/19/11 through 1/6/11, and should return to school on 1/9/11.  She instructed staff that if they are going to work in their classrooms over break, they should contact Mr. Yetter to verify that someone will be here on campus for them.  
VI.  Public Remarks
Mr. Santos brought up the issue of the back (staff parking lot) gate being locked after school.  Ms. Bazanos stated that it is by order of the city that the gate remained locked until 3:20pm, so that the safety of the students is insured.  Many of them jaywalk at that point.  Plans are in place and progress is being made to install a stoplight at said gate.
VII.  Closing Remarks and Next Meeting

With all business attended to, Mr. Hellerstedt stated that the next SSC meeting will take place on January 19, 2012 at 3:15pm.  The motion to adjourn the meeting was proposed by Judy Fink, seconded by Tami Depasse passed unanimously.
